issued our report thereon dated March 20, 2015. 
 
Internal Control Over Financial Reporting 
 
In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the City’s internal 
control over financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit procedures that are appropriate 
in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinion on the financial statements, but not for 
the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the City’s internal control. Accordingly, we 
do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the City’s internal control. 
 
A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow 
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or 
detect and correct, misstatements on a timely basis.  A material weakness is a deficiency, or a 
combination of deficiencies, in internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material 
misstatement of the entity’s financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a 
timely basis.  A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control 
that is less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged 
with governance. 
 
Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this 
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material 
weaknesses or significant deficiencies.  Given these limitations, during our audit we did not identify any 
deficiencies in internal control that we consider to be material weaknesses. However, material 
weaknesses may exist that have not been identified.

1) SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES APPLICABLE TO THE SCHEDULE 

OF FEDERAL AWARDS 
 

A) Scope of Presentation 
 

The accompanying schedule presents only the expenditures incurred (and related awards 
received) by the City of Healdsburg that are reimbursable under programs of federal agencies 
providing financial assistance.  For the purpose of this schedule, financial assistance includes 
both federal financial assistance received directly from a federal agency, as well as federal funds 
received from pass-through entities by the City of Healdsburg.  Only the portion of program 
expenditures reimbursable with such federal funds is reported in the accompanying schedule.  
Program expenditures in excess of the maximum federal reimbursement authorized or the 
portion of the program expenditures that were funded with the state, local or other non-federal 
funds are excluded from the accompanying schedule. 

 
B) Basis of Accounting 

 
The expenditures included in the accompanying schedule were reported on the modified accrual 
basis of accounting.  Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, expenditures are incurred 
when the City of Healdsburg becomes obligated for payment as a result of the receipt of the 
related goods and services.  Expenditures reported include any property or equipment 
acquisitions incurred under the federal program. 

 
C) Major Programs 

 
The City had two major programs for the year ended June 30, 2014, consisting of the Highway 
Planning and Construction grant and Airport Improvement Program which had total 
disbursements of $700,998 and $369,744, respectively.  This amount calculates to 83.3% of the 
total disbursements from federal awards.
